HISTORY: This is a 50-year-old gentleman here with tooth pain. The patient stated that pain kept him up almost all night last night. He described pain as sharp and rated pain 9/10 and increased with chewing or touch. He states pain is located on his tooth on the left lower area.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He denies stiff neck. He states he can open or close his jaw with no difficulties. Denies headache. Denies blurred vision. Denies chest pain. Denies cough.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is an alert and oriented, obese gentleman.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 168/93 (the patient has a history of hypertension, is currently on Lotrel).
HEENT: Normal. Oral Exam: Good oral hygiene. At #17 and #18, there is periodontal edema and erythema. Tender to palpation. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge. TMJ full range of motion with no discomfort.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Tooth abscess.

2. Toothache.

3. Obesity.

4. Hypertension (established).

The patient was educated on his condition and advised to follow up with dentist.

He was given the following medications.

1. Tramadol 50 mg, he will take one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days, #14.

2. Amoxicillin 500 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #30.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
