The patient had called stating that he is drooling with his mouth, and pharmacist told him not to stop the medication etc. He had wanting to talk to me. I called him today. The patient told me that he is really doing good with Wellbutrin, his mood has improved, he has more enthusiasm, drive and motivation. He states that initially he had some side effects, but they are going away. He could not understand drooling, it is possible that this is due to more salivation secondary to the drying of the mouth with Wellbutrin. So, he stated he would like to try a bit longer.
Another issue was that the patient felt that his blood pressure was high. Here, reported 160/90 to my staff, but when I spoke to him he told me it was 140/80. I told him that there is a possibility that Wellbutrin can do that, and the patient should continue to measure medications against the blood pressure changes. So, advice is to cut dose to half a tablet, and we would like to keep it and he would like to keep it because it is making tremendous difference in terms of improvement of his mood. The patient was motivated, and has been lot less depressed according to him. He also stated he had no suicidal ideation so, psychiatrically, the Wellbutrin is definitely benefiting him except the side effects as above. I have told him that he should come by our office, relax for about 5 to 10 minutes, and then let us take a resting blood pressure. He stated he would do so.

I have alerted my staff to that.
