REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Lower abdominal pain, diarrhea, and cramping for the past 24 hours. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 194 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.5. Respirations 16. Pulse 63. Blood pressure 126/86.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. 
NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft. There is no definitely no tenderness over the McBurney or Murphy point.
