CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Abdominal pain.

2. Cramping.

3. Nausea and vomiting.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 64-year-old gentleman, currently not working, comes in today with abdominal pain, nausea and vomiting. His symptoms started two weeks ago where he was seen in the emergency room. Workup was negative. He was given no medication except for Bentyl and Zofran.

He came here shortly after he was seen and he was placed on Cipro by Dr. Halberdier, which actually helped him. He stated his symptoms went away till two nights ago when symptoms tend to have come back.

He has had no fever. No hematemesis or hematochezia. Positive nausea. Positive vomiting. Positive abdominal pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and hypothyroidism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Eye surgery and some kind of head surgery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include thyroid medication and blood pressure medication; he does not remember the names.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. Lives with his wife. Does not use drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 249 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 90. Blood pressure 158/60.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is slight tenderness noted about the lower abdomen. No epigastric tenderness. There is negative Murphy. Negative McBurney.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Nausea and vomiting.

3. Definitely does not have acute abdomen.

4. Best course of action at this time would be CT of the abdomen and pelvis with and without contrast. The patient does not want to do this at this time.

5. He wants to get more antibiotic.

6. Rocephin 1 g was given today, right hip.

7. Zofran 4 mg was given today right hip.

8. REFUSES TO GO TO THE EMERGENCY ROOM FOR A CT.

9. Call me in the morning.

10. Treat with Zofran at home, Cipro 500 mg, Flagyl 500 mg and Bentyl again.

11. If he gets worse, if he starts with nausea, vomiting, low-grade temperature or increased discomfort, he will go to the emergency room right away, he promises.

12. Findings discussed with the patient.

13. He definitely needs a colonoscopy for his age after this settles down. We talked about this.

14. Because of his pain, we repeated his ultrasound today, which had not really changed much from the hospital ultrasound that he had done earlier. AGAIN, CT IS NEEDED, BUT HE DOES NOT WANT TO HAVE A CT AT THIS TIME OR GO TO THE EMERGENCY ROOM.
