HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient comes in today for evaluation of kidney pain. The patient was seen yesterday, but Dr. Halberdier, was told she might have a kidney stone. She is 19 weeks pregnant. She had trace amount of blood in the urine. She was not treated with any medication, was sent home. She states overnight she has done well, has had no further pain. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. The pain definitely feels like musculoskeletal on both sides. It used to be on the right and now it is on the both sides and where the baby lies makes a big difference, she states.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Breast augmentation in 2019.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a mail carrier. Does not smoke. Does not drink.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

IMMUNIZATIONS: No COVID immunization.

She is 19 weeks pregnant. No vaginal bleeding. No abdominal pain. No nausea or vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 138 pounds. Oxygenation 100%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 110/60.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. On the patient’s ultrasound of the abdomen, kidneys are all within normal limits. No hydronephrosis. No stones noted.

2. 19-week pregnant.
3. Because of trace amount of blood in the urine, we will treat with Keflex for five days. No allergies.

4. Reevaluate in five days.

5. OB/GYN has been notified.

6. The patient will follow up with us on Monday and also would call or go to the emergency room if any changes noted in her condition.
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
