HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of hypertension status post kidney transplant secondary to hyperparathyroidism, and gastroesophageal reflux disease. The patient was recently admitted to the hospital with COVID infection. Since then the patient is complaining of increase in shortness of breath and chest discomfort. Also complaining of cough and dyspnea on exertion.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Albuterol, Flovent, *________*, loratadine, mycophenolate, prednisone, ranitidine, and tacrolimus.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No history of smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 10-point review of system is reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/78 mmHg, pulse rate 73, respirations 18, and weight is 120 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. A 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Recent COVID infection.

2. Shortness of breath.

3. Status post kidney transplant.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient had a prolonged hospital stay and has now worsening of shortness of breath. I will schedule the patient for an echocardiogram to assess left ventricular function to rule out cardiomyopathy as well as pericardial effusion.
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
