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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  In 1967, the patient was in Fort Benning Georgia.  The patient was stationed there at that time.  The patient was in the hallway in a barracks.  The patient was walking down some stairs.  He fell downstairs.  The patient tells me that as he was falling, he hit the head.  He hit the front of the head.  He had immediately lost consciousness.  The patient tells me that he does not know how longer he was unconscious.  He was on the floor for a while.  When he woke up, the patient was having severe headaches, dizziness, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me it took several days to recover.  Since then he has had significant headaches and memory problems.

The patient tells me that he was on a second injury to the head.  The patient was in a cargo ship in 1968.  The patient tells me that he was trying to go from the third floor to the second floor.  However, there was a hatch. He fell down.  He hit the head on the hatch.  He fell down on the ground.  The patient tells me that he did not loss consciousness.  However, he was confused and disoriented.  The patient also has severe headaches.  The patient hit the front of the head.

Since this incident, the patient has severe headaches almost every day.  The patient has significant light sensitivity.  The patient’s memory becomes very poor.  According to the wife, the patient is not able to remember a lot of things.  The patient will forget just about everything.  The patient also becomes very light sensitive.

The patient also was diagnosed with COPD and bladder cancer.
The patient tells me that he is currently not working.  The patient is retired.

On, MoCA examination, the patient missed one on attention/backward order digital span.  The patient missed two on attention/serial 7.  The patient missed all three on the language.  The patient missed two on abstraction.  The patient missed all five on delay recall.  The patient’s MoCA examination score is 17/30.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  In 1967, the patient was in Fort Benning Georgia, the patient fell down in the hallway in the barracks.  The patient hit the head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient hit the head as he was falling downstairs.  The patient was out of consciousness on the floor.  The patient does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  However when he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headaches since then.  The second episode was he was in a cargo ship in 1968.  The patient was trying to get down from the third floor to the second floor.  He hit the hatch door and then he fell down to the floor.  The patient has severe headaches, confusion, and disorientation.

The patient does not have significant headaches every single day basis.  The patient became very light sensitive.

On examination today, the patient MoCA examination shows that he has severe cognitive deficits.  His MoCA examination score is 17/30.  The patient missed all five on delay recall.  The patient missed all two on the abstraction.  The patient missed all three on the language.

It is my opinion that he has sustained traumatic brain injury as he has hit the head twice.  The patient had confusion, disorientation and severe headaches after the injury.  Now, he still has residual cognitive deficits, headaches on almost every day basis and light sensitivity.  His memory is very poor on examination.  I believe that these all signs and symptoms from the traumatic brain injury.
