ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3 and does have garbled speech and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1-S2 is regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.

ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.

CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.  Moving all the extremities.  Detailed exam is not possible.

A:
Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, recent basal ganglia stroke, osteoarthritis, and dyspepsia.

We will continue present management.  Control his blood pressure.  He is on Eliquis already.  He will be seeing orthopedist and cardiologist as outpatient.  Plan of management was discussed with the patient.  His wife is at bedside and nursing staff.
