HPI: An 80-year-old patient who in the past has requested a hospital bed and, with her decrease in mobility, lower extremity edema, chronic complaints of joint pain to include back, hip and leg, a hospital bed has been deemed appropriate. She is followed by Traditions Hospice PCH and a hospital bed has been obtained; it has actually been in storage awaiting family to remove her bed from home. Apparently, there has been some communication issue as well as just the bed remains in place. I called the patient’s daughter/POA Shannon Adkins. I let her know that the hospital bed was available simply waiting for her regular bed to be removed. She states that she had not been informed that one was available and that her mother at one point had told her that she did not want the bed whereas when I just spoke with her she states she wants the bed, but we both; the POA and I, know that it is going to change with the patient’s mood day by day, but there are clear clinical indications that she would benefit. POA will be here on 04/29/2022, 5 p.m. or just thereafter to pick it up and someone from facility maintenance will assist her as needed. Hospice is informed that we will have the hospital bed available for move-in.
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
