CC: Spoke to POA.
HPI: An 88-year-old with DM II is on Januvia 50 mg q.d. and glyburide 5 mg q.d. Her current A1c is 5.7, which is just over 5.6, which would be the non-diabetic range. I spoke to her daughter/POA Pam Atkins regarding these results and that I am going to decrease her medications with the Januvia at 25 mg q.a.m. and the glyburide decreased to 2.5 mg with the evening meal. Explained to her that the degree of control is adjusted as the patient’s age and her target is about the 7.5 range. Also, explained to her that overly tight control can at times cause what would appear to be hypoglycemic symptoms. She asked if there would be an improvement in her eating. I explained that is a result of dementia progression and unlikely would be changed. So, going forward Ms. Beene’s DM II will be treated with Januvia 25 mg q.a.m. and 2.5 mg q.p.m. of glyburide and a three-month followup A1c ordered. Daughter seemed to understand this and expressed her thanks.
