HPI: A 67-year-old with a history of chronic allergies has had an acclamation to the environment and states that his allergies are better controlled than they had been in the long time. He is using a naturopathic nasal spray, which has done very well for him. He has a p.r.n decongestant that he is not using would like to have discontinued. The patient started Viagra couple weeks ago for ED is at low dose and is having benefit.

DIAGNOSES:  Chronic seasonal allergies, erectile dysfunction, ETOH related dementia, peripheral neuropathy, and anxiety.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/13/22 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 147/72, pulse 80, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, and weight 154.6 pounds.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear. No redness about the nares. No LAD.

RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. No cough.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2. He has to reference for date and time. He is able to voice his needs and seemed to be more relaxed and engaging with others to include coming out for meals routinely and not yet any activities.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Seasonal allergies. No longer needs Sudogest PE 10 mg discontinue.
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
