CC: Lab review and moved to MC.
HPI: An 86-year-old who daughter also reports seems to have acclimated nicely to memory care. She is eating, sleeping, and accepting assistance with personal care. The patient is able to move about more freely without her husband snapping at her and he has not tried to push her around which in the throws of his behavioral issues he did frequently. She was observed walking with her husband holding his hand and leading him and she seemed to be relaxed and enjoying herself. UA was also done that had equivocal UTI findings. There is a subacute Enterococcus faecalis positive. I spoke with daughter today and will just go ahead and treated really more for her benefit than patients.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia moderately advanced, recurrent UTIs, HTN, hypothyroid, HLD, and GERD.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, MS CONTIN, MACROBID, PROPRANOLOL, AUGMENTIN, and CIPRO is not an allergy as the daughter stated more that the patient became nauseated so an adverse reaction.

MEDICATIONS: Probiotic q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg q.d., BuSpar 10 mg b.i.d., D-mannose 2 g q.d., Lexapro q.d., lisinopril 2.5 mg q.d., melatonin 5 mg h.s., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Exelon 3 mg b.i.d., B12 1000 mcg q.d., vitamin C 500 mg b.i.d., D3 2000 IU q.d., and vitamin E 45 mg q.d.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dementia. She appears to be stable and there have not been behavioral issues except when she was agitated and really frightened by her husband’s behavior. She appears to be calm and relaxed. She is eating, sleeping, taking her medications, and walks around the facility with her husband in tow.

2. UA followup. E faecalis UTI. Levaquin 500 mg x3 days.

3. Allergy clarification. She is not allergic to Cipro, but had some nausea with the medication.

4. Medication review. We will wait and review her medications to discontinue some nonessential medications as well.
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
