CC: Lab review and followup on ankle pain.

HPI: A 90-year-old who was seen today and reviewed her lab work with her. She is capable of understanding to some degree the information and asked for clarification of the rest told her that her daughter can contact me if she also wants to know the results. The patient also had left ankle pain that she was seeing her orthopedist for. She has completed a Medrol Dosepak is now in a stabilizing splint and she does not know the results of her MRI, but does have followup. She states she feels better and is getting around. However, she was told to limit her walking to only what is necessary not additional.

DIAGNOSES: Left ankle pain being treated, MCI, OAB, HLD, HTN, and GERD with a history of esophageal stricture requiring dilation.

ALLERGIES: NEURONTIN and ZOCOR.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from her note two weeks ago.

LAB REVIEW: This was done with patient and explained to her.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CBC review. H&H WNL with normal indices.

2. CMP review. Chloride 96 and that was just below normal and BUN is 23 with a normal creatinine. Encouraged patient to drink a little bit more water, which is an issue for her. Otherwise, no treatment indications required.
