HPI: A 91-year-old whose daughter requested her back be examined for a cyst. When I went to examine the patient, she stated to be careful, it was sore and there is evidence that she has a sebaceous cyst that is well contained, does not appear ready to burst or seep fluid, below it, is a sebaceous cyst that is in the process of having come to a head and had fluid drainage. The area is red. There is no warmth. It is tender by the patient’s report.
DIAGNOSES: Hypothyroid, HTN, COPD, and MCI.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/04/22.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 03/04/22.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert, seen with husband.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/61, pulse 81, temperature 97.9, respirations 17, and weight 122 pounds.

EXAM: Skin of her back, a well circumscribed coin-shaped lesion that is well contained sebaceous cyst by palpation presumptive and below it, a ruptured sebaceous cyst that is red and nontender.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bactrim DS one q.12h. x5 days should be adequate for treatment.
