REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 121/82.
Pulse 72.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.3.

HEENT: Normal. Nose: Patent with no discharge. Turbinates are without edema or erythema.

NECK: Supple.
LUNGS: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion. No use of accessory muscles.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bilateral otitis media (improved).

2. Bronchitis (improved).

3. Cough resolved.

4. Acute pharyngitis improved.
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The patient indicated that she will not be going to get a chest x-ray because she feels much better. I did encourage her to get it, but she states she does not think it is necessary. She was advised to continue Zithromax, prednisone, and Tessalon, to return to the clinic if worse or to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
