This is a 61-year-old Hispanic gentleman with history of diabetes and high cholesterol, calls in today for telemedicine regarding refilling of his medication. He has an appointment to see us in the office in the next week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: High cholesterol and diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: He takes Glucovance 5/500 mg two tablets twice a day and Zocor 20 mg once a day.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not work at this time. He lives with his wife.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for diabetes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, or hematochezia. The patient just ran out of his medication. He has been having issues with polydipsia and polyuria.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.
Exam not done over the phone.

The patient’s medication was split into glyburide 5 mg two tablets twice a day, metformin 500 mg two tablets twice a day, Zocor 20 mg once a day, which he will pick as before. Check blood sugars, bring blood sugars to the office. We will do blood work next week and check hemoglobin A1c at that time as well. Findings discussed with the patient and wife.
