IMPRESSION: Wound was healing well with excoriation with knee laceration x2 cm.
PLAN: The patient advised to continue antibiotics given to her in the ER and continue topical care with mupirocin given to her for right knee and over-the-counter antihistamines as needed for itching with last diagnosis of laceration with erythema. The patient advised to follow up in five days.
