HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 67-year-old gentleman from Houston, Texas, originally a carpenter, he is not working at this time. He has been married once, has two kids, was married nine years before he got divorced. The patient currently lives in home. He is able to care for himself. He does smoke, which he is trying to quit, but has not been very successful. He was recently hospitalized with myocardial infarction, had a stent previously, had two more stents at this time. Since hospitalization, has not had any chest pain or shortness of breath. He is not using oxygen, has had nitroglycerin that he uses from time-to-time, which he has not used since hospitalization.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has had a stroke in the past, hypertension, and has right-sided weakness. He uses a walker.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Rotator cuff surgery, cardiac stent placement, carotid stent placements.
MEDICATIONS: Medications include Wellbutrin, aspirin, Plavix, cilostazol 100 mg, Advil, Pravachol, Procardia and losartan.
ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes. He does not drink.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain or shortens of breath, difficulty walking, uses a walker. The patient does drive occasionally to get cigarettes at the store, he tells me. He has had no hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. No chest pain or TIA type symptoms reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Stable. Blood pressure 140/82. Pulse 88. Afebrile.
NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema. Slight left-sided weakness noted.

SKIN: Shows no rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 67-year-old gentleman with:

1. History of stroke.

2. Status post cardiac stent placement.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. Not O2 dependent.

5. We will get hospital records regarding his echocardiogram and possible need for palliative care since he has been asked to be evaluated for palliative care at this time.
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
