Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Hull with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Her last visit was November 8, 2021, today is a rather bad day, she is very cheerful and is not speaking much.  Her weight is unchanged and she has had no recent hospitalizations or procedures.  The nurse is present for the visit and states that the review of systems is currently unchanged from her previous visit.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from her previous visit.

Physical Examination:  The patient does not speak well. She is very tearful and crying today.  Her weight is 137.6, pulse 70, respirations 20, temperature 97.6, oxygen saturation is 95% on room air, blood pressure 143/76.  There are no signs of distress and the patient’s color is good today.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done March 24, 2022 and her creatinine is stable at 1.0, estimated GFR is 53, electrolytes are normal, albumin 3.6, calcium is 8.9, hemoglobin 12.1 with normal white count and normal platelets, also normal liver enzymes.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, hypertension near to goal.  The patient should continue to have lab studies done, renal chemistries and CBC every three months.  She should follow a low-salt diet and she will be rechecked by this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
