Dear Troy:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Rueger with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small left kidney.  Her last visit was June 21, 2021.  She was going to have a followup in six months, but did not have labs done and then just has finally had labs done and it has been rescheduled for her followup.  Since she was last seen, she was started on a low dose of doxycycline at 20 mg twice a day for chronic periodontal disease and she is tolerating that well and thinks that is helping the chronic infection in her gums.  She also was on very low dose of losartan 12.5 mg daily and simvastatin or Zocor 10 mg daily and she rarely uses Tylenol as needed for any type of pain.  She has had no hospitalizations done or major procedure since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  Weight is down 5 pounds in a year.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  Urine is clear.  No cloudiness or blood.  No incontinence.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea and no edema.

Physical Examination:  Weight 115 pounds, pulse 55 and blood pressure 117/71.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done February 15, 2022, creatinine is 1.6 which is stable, electrolytes are normal, calcium 8.9, phosphorus is 3.7, albumin 4.0, hemoglobin 13.7 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, small left kidney and hypertension currently at goal.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three months.  She will be rechecked by this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
