Dear Dr. Viguilla:

This is a teleconference followup for Mr. Devlin with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and has enlargement of the prostate status post urolift procedure.  Last visit here was in January.  He has chronic tremors, Parkinson’s disease and to have mitral valve open surgery to be done in Midland.  Stable edema.  Recent venous Doppler no thrombosis.  Recent cardiac cath.  No coronary artery abnormalities.  IV contrast exposure.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Stable dyspnea on minimal activities.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Some degree of incontinent of urine.  No major nocturia, cloudiness or blood.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  On antibiotic prophylaxis for UTI.  For low blood pressure midodrine.  Propranolol for Parkinson.  Spironolactone HCTZ and nitrates for blood pressure and heart.

Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 142/78.  Weight is stable.  Tremor of the head.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries March creatinine 1.9, which is baseline, GFR 35, low sodium and normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorous.  Anemia 12.3.  No activity in the urine for blood, protein or cells.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III.

2. Hyponatremia, monitor overtime.

3. Recent IV contrast exposure.  Repeat chemistries.

4. Anemia without external bleeding, not symptomatic.  No treatment.

5. Parkinson’s, on beta-blockers.

6. Mitral valve disease evaluated for surgery in the near future.

7. Negative cardiac cath for coronary artery disease.

8. Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  There will be no renal contraindication to proceed for above surgery.  He understands that there is always a risk of acute on chronic renal failure, however heart will be priority.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
