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ECHO Report

Please note this patient was somewhat difficulty to image so various measurement may not be very accurate. Please correlate echo finding clinically.

Final Interpretation:
1. Mild left ventricular dilation.
2. Minimal left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction 50-55%.
3. No A-wave was seen in mitral inflow pattern.

4. Cannot evaluate diastolic function because of the possible junctional rhythm.

5. Mild to moderate biatrial enlargement.

6. Early systolic mild mitral regurgitation.

7. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. The tricuspid valve velocity from regurgitation is 2.8 m/sec. Right ventricular systolic pressure 37 mmHg suggesting the minimal increase in right ventricular systolic pressure.

8. Mild atrial septal aneurysm.
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
