History: This is a telehealth visit. Ms. Chapman had a visit today. Ms. Chapman is elderly and has developed minimal cognitive impairment. She is incontinent. Her husband had made a visit with her about three months ago and he stated that she keeps going for chemotherapy and it is not working and it is affecting her brain.

Ms. Chapman today asked for thyroid again and I had told her that I was going to only give her 90-day supply just to know exactly what is going on with her as she keeps does not come to see me, no other physician wants to refill her Synthroid and I told her that I do not want to be the one just filling prescriptions without knowing what is going on with the patient. The husband totally agreed and she told me today that since her last visit she stopped the chemotherapy. She states it has been almost 2 or 3 months; she could not recollect exactly how longer time it was, but she states she wants to call Dr. Floyd a mask if she can get the therapy started again. Now, I asked her as to what was the reason and she states she just was not feeling good. I told her she is on multiple medicines, does have multiple myeloma that is spread out and that she needs lab work first, we need to check her memory, we need to see if she is still wheelchair bound. She states she is going to discuss all that with her husband when he comes home and then will call and make an appointment to see me. In the meantime, I have refilled her Synthroid. This is an elderly lady who is expecting miracles of her treatment and the chemotherapy is making her dull, wheelchair bound, urinary incontinent, getting her bedsores and almost nonfunctional. Her med list was reconciled. I told her I will see her in the office and I will do another visit with her in a month.
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
