History: Mr. Garrett was seen after about one year. Mr. Garrett states he works as a truck driver. He states he is really having trouble with knees. He has obesity also. I had seen him just once last year and I have not seen him since. Mr. Garrett states he is allergic to lisinopril, which I had started for blood pressure because it gives him lot of cough. So, I am going to discontinue the lisinopril and give him amlodipine 5 mg a day. The patient has severe osteoarthritis of both knees and he wants some anti-inflammatory medicine. The patient is advised complete lab work and then prescription of .meloxicam 7.5 mg once a day was given. I had given the lab slip on him one year ago, but the patient has not gotten that lab work done again. So, new lab work slip was given. He states he really wants to take off this week and take care of his health and when will return next week to get return to work note. The patient understands that besides knee pain he is not having any problem with chest pains or shortness of breath. Hence, we are going to treat him in the following way with complete blood work and discontinuing lisinopril and giving him amlodipine. We will see him in the office in a month.
