HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 22-year-old female patient here today, complained of stomach pain, lower abdomen pain and also feels some abnormality when she urinates. Also, right-sided kidney pain although she states is very mild.

No other issues verbalized. She does not have any issues with her bowel movements, that is normal form and function for her. No complaint of body aches or fevers. She denies any nausea or vomiting.

A complete review of systems was done which was completely negative except for what is mentioned above in the chief complaint.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Last menstrual period was approximately seven days ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed and well groomed, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 94/64. Pulse 69. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3 Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 142 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. No tympanic membrane erythema. Landmarks are visible. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits, pink, oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. She does have some very mild tenderness on deeper palpation over the suprapubic area as well.

Labs today include urinalysis, which revealed blood and leukocytes.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Urinary tract infection. Hematuria and leukosuria. The patient will be given Bactrim DS one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days, #14. She is to get plenty of rest and plenty of fluids. Monitor her symptoms. Return to the clinic or call if not improving.
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
