HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-month-old little girl. Mother brings her in today for having fever off and on. She has been pulling on her right ear for the last three or four days as well. Some slight activity intolerance. She maintains a good appetite. No change in her bowel or bladder status. She has good wet diapers every day. No inconsolable crying.

These are the only complaints voiced by the mother today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. She allows me to interact with her without any excessive distress. She is easily consoled by her mother. She is sitting on her mother’s lap through this exam today.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is observed. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema there as well. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Not tachycardic. Positive S1. Positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur is observed.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media. Amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days, 100 mL.
Mother is going to make sure that she gets plenty of rest and monitor for symptoms improvement. If there is any change to that, mother will either call or bring her back for another evaluation. Plan of care has been reviewed with the mother.
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
