The patient presents with left eye swollen and red with yellowish drainage for the past day.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with swelling and redness to the left eye for the past day.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils and adenoids and ear tubes.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Claritin and Benadryl.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Visual acuity left within normal limits. Conjunctiva with exudate and erythema to the left eye. Cornea without abnormalities. Extraocular muscles intact. Anterior chamber and posterior chamber within normal limits. Neck and back: Without tenderness or lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without erythema or rashes. Neuropsychiatric: Normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Conjunctivitis, left eye, probably viral.

PLAN: The patient is given erythromycin ointment. Follow up as needed.
