FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils are equal, reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without any masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without discoloration or rash. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurological: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: He was given prescription of Medrol and Z-PAK as requested and also given dexamethasone and Rocephin injection. Follow up as needed.
