The patient is here for followup office visit from MVA.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was in MVA on 03/18/2022, still with pain right shoulder, painful range of motion. She states she had a CT of her neck in the ER and life-flighted to hospital.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Partial hysterectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Slight paracervical tenderness without guarding with full range of motion on rotation and flexion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness or skeletal tenderness of the neck. Skin: Without discoloration or rash. Extremities: Painful range of motion right shoulder with diffuse tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits. Mood and affect within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup MVA with injury to the right shoulder, possible articular injury, cervical sprain as well.
PLAN: The patient was advised to get an MRI of her shoulder while requesting records from *__________* Hospital where she had a CAT scan of her neck and follow up in two weeks for further evaluation. Continue on Mobic 15 mg one daily and Flexeril 5 mg three times a day.
