Ms. Myers is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism 20 years ago. She also has a history of vitamin D deficiency. Her labs reviewed and her latest TSH is 0.11 and free T4 is 3.7, which is in the normal range according to that lab. She reports symptoms of fatigue, dry skin, some weight gain, hair loss and mood swings. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. She reports difficulty losing weight.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, at this point, I am going to place her on brand name Unithroid 112 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel in 6 to 8 weeks.

2. For her overweight status, she is agreeable to using Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly in the sample form. The patient is agreeable to using this medication off label and will start the first injection of the Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly today.

3. I will see the patient in 6 to 8 weeks for followup.
