Mr. Camacho is a 43-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2019. He also has a history of a right knee abscess after he had osteomyelitis. He also has a history of asthma. For his diabetes, he is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day and his last hemoglobin A1c was 10.9%. The patient has a diet that is varied. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. He denies any episodes of hypoglycemia. The patient states that he has been using his family member’s medication.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 10.9%. This is uncontrolled. He has wide fluctuations in his blood glucose and severe glycemic excursions. Therefore, I will adjust his diabetic regimen and place him on a Xigduo XR 5/1000 mg twice a day and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in about 6 to 8 weeks.

2. For his hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel.

3. For his osteomyelitis, he has a wound VAC on his right knee.

4. For his asthma, continue current therapy.
