Belinda Wehrheim was seen for followup of thyroid cancer.

Previously in 1997, she had papillary cell carcinoma of the thyroid and had surgery with postoperative radioiodine treatment.

In 2003, she had surgery for left-sided neck nodes and is now seen for followup.

Past medical history is remarkable for hypertension and hysterectomy.

She has had serial ultrasounds performed at Beaumont Hospital, which has not shown recurrence of her thyroid cancer.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.175 mg two pills five days per week.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/66, weight 197 pounds, and BMI is 34.9. Examination of her neck reveals no evidence of lymphadenopathy and healed thyroidectomy scar. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab studies are as follows: Thyroglobulin less than 1, free T3 3.7, free T4 2.51, elevated and TSH less than 0.01, suppressed.

IMPRESSION: Metastatic papillary cell carcinoma of the thyroid with stable findings and modest over-replacement with levothyroxine.

I recommend decreasing the levothyroxine to 0.175 mg, nine pills per week with followup visit in about four months time for reassessment.
