CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of frequent urination and sometimes burning urination.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has lately noticed frequent urination and sometimes it associated with burning sensation, but there was no blood and he denied any fever or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling or tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, skin rashes, or severe low back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on Avodart 0.5 mg once a day and tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on metformin 1000 mg once a day, glipizide 1 mg once a day, esomeprazole 40 mg once a day, and Avodart 0.5 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on enalapril 10 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of depression and anxiety and he is on sertraline 50 mg once a day.
All other medication are also reviewed and reconciled.

SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient was treated for lumbar radiculopathy and he has normal microalbumin and lipid panel.
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
