CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for work related injuries and followup after MRI of the right wrist.
SUBJECTIVE: The results of the MRI of the right wrist were reviewed with the patient in detail and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding. The patient still has pain in the wrist and also pain on the movement of the right thumb. MRI showed partial tear of the scapholunate ligament on the right wrist. Also there is inflammation of the tendon of the right thumb extensor brevis. There is no fracture or dislocations. The patient stated that pain in the wrist upon exertion as 6 or 7 even 8 and it is controlled with pain medications.
The patient also stated that he has chronic depression on and off and he was given alprazolam. The patient did not use it because of dependency and the patient is requesting Wellbutrin small dose and the patient stated that he has a family history of depression, but he is not suicidal.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
Examination of the right wrist reveals tenderness of the dorsum of the wrist without any significant deformity; however, the patient has exquisite tenderness of the extensor brevis of the right thumb.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
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
