CHIEF COMPLAINT: Left arm pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that few days ago he fell down and hit his left side of the shoulder since then has pain in the left arm and is able to move around well without any problem and the pain now is less. The pain level is 3 or 4 and the patient is able to do his chores without any problems.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or urinary incontinence.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness.
LOWER EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Left arm examination reveals few bruises on the arm and there is minimal tenderness without any deformity. Handgrips are bilaterally equal. The patient is able to move extremities without any problem.
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
