This is a history and physical examination on Harsha Trivedi.

She is 70-year-old female who comes with history of cough, fever, and shortness of breath ongoing for last three to four days.

She does not smoke or drink. She does not have any drug allergies.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient started with cough and sore throat three days ago progressively getting worse. Now, she has injectable cough and to the extent that she get short of breath. She also has yellowish expectoration.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of renal cell carcinoma many years ago it was resected and now she is in CR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 70-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet tall, weighing 193 pounds, and blood pressure high at 193/105.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.

Lungs: Extensive rales and rhonchi.

Heart: Tachycardia.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Acute bronchitis and rule out pneumonia.

2. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Rocephin 2 g IV and then I will put her on Medrol Dosepak as well as Ceftin 500 mg b.i.d. for at least 10 days.
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
