History: Mr. Ramirez is an older Hispanic male who has:

1. Coronary artery disease, had a stent placement.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus.

3. Hypertension.
His sugars are doing better now. His med list was reconciled, but he is having some problem with leg edema off and on. Last time, I saw him in February, I gave him some Lasix and it helped him, but I told him that he needs to have an echocardiogram and see the cardiologist. The patient stated he had an appointment with Dr. Berrio, but apparently Dr. Berrio’s office changed the appointment for him or he was out of town and so Mr. Ramirez was not able to see the cardiologist. The patient has an insurance where he has to pay for the EKGs; even if it is between 11 and 14 dollars, he did not want to pay. He states he would rather see Dr. Berrio and do the EKG, but if he is not able to see him, then he will call and come back and make an appointment to see me, which is okay with him. I told him we are going to get him started on Lasix 20 mg one a day and see the response. Otherwise, I will see him in the office in a month. So, I think he is developing early CHF and echocardiogram and may be another heart cath may be in order though he is asymptomatic, but you can have no chest pains and still have coronary artery disease if you are diabetic because of diabetic autonomic neuropathy. The patient understands plan of treatment. I will see him in the office in a month if he is able to see Dr. Berrio this week. Otherwise, he will come and see me in the office next week.
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
