History: Mr. Griffin is a 52-year-old African American male who is going through this problem of hiccups for several days. He had developed renal failure recently when he was admitted to the hospital with hypokalemia and electrolyte abnormality following drinking too much alcohol. He was given supplementation with saline and potassium. His creatinine had increased to 3.03 and he had seen Dr. Obi, a nephrology physician. I know people with renal failure can get hiccups. The patient also has history of prostate cancer. He was to see Dr. Obi. He states he saw Dr. Obi and he prescribed him some medicine, but apparently it was not covered on his insurance. So, they are waiting for a preapproval. He does not know the name of the medicine and I also certainly do not know the name of the medicine. The patient also has problem with polyps in the colon. I told him as his kidney function was good he may need to see GI to dilate his lower end of esophagus to end his hiccups. He states he is able to sleep good, but as soon as he wakes up the hiccups start and he is not too happy about it. He is advised to stop drinking alcohol. The patient is seeing the kidney doctor again and I will see him in the office in next week to see what his kidney function was.
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
