HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 3-year-old male presents to the clinic accompanied by mother. Mother states that he hit his right hand and it is very swollen. She does believe that a TV possibly landed on his hand.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Denies.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Denies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to secondhand smoke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed. He is not crying or sobbing.
VITAL SIGNS: Heart rate 98. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 97.7. O2 saturation 100%. He weighs 36.4 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: He does have normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. He does have three small abrasions on his right hand, the largest measuring approximately 1.5 cm on his pinkie side and then he does have one on his palmar aspect on his pinkie. He does have some pretty significant swelling to his hand on that pinkie side as well. Bleeding is all controlled.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: He does have a fracture of the fifth distal phalange that is nondisplaced. I did clean the area with sterile water and apply Neosporin to the area. I did medicate him with 5 mL of Motrin at mother’s request because she does state that she believe that he is in pain although he is not crying.
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I had father take pictures of the x-ray with his phone and encouraged them to take him to Texas Children's right away which mother does agree to do so he can see an orthopedic physician right now and mother will notify us of the treatment that they decided to go with. We do want them to follow up with us after he has seen the orthopedic doctor, but if they have any further needs in the future, they will return to our clinic for further evaluation and possible further testing. Mother does agree with this plan of care and she was given an opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
