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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2009, the patient was in pre-deployment training exercise.  The patient was in an exercise where there was flash bangs explosion.  There was significant loud noise.  The patient tells me that it was allowed to a point that he gets disoriented and then he hit his head.  He tells me that he hit his head against the door.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, he did have a head pain.  He went on and continued to finish the training.  The second episode was again he was in pre-deployment training in 2013.  The patient was having physical training.  The patient tells me that he was running and he collided with another person.  It was a head to head collision.  The patient tells me that in front of the head hit another person’s head.  The patient tells me that he fell to the around.  The patient thinks that he may have momentary loss of consciousness for about a minute.  The patient regained consciousness and got up and started running.  The patient tells me that he had a black eye.  The patient tells me that both of his eyes were black.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient since then has been taking Tylenol.
The patient tells me since these incidents the patient has headache.  The patient has sound from pressure changes in the sinuses.  The patient has swelling and bruising sensation.  The patient feels dizzy and confused.  The patient is disoriented.  The patient has chronic headaches.  The patient’s injury to the eyes.
The patient is currently still in active duty for the Coast Guard.  The patient is a mechanic.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are affecting him to work.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has difficulty to focus on his job because of his chronic headaches.  The patient also has memory deficits according to him.  The patient tells me that his memory is poor.  The patient has difficulty to remember his job duties.
The patient also has alcohol dependency.  The patient also tells me that he has got PTSD, severe obstructive sleep apnea, nocturnal hypoxemia.  The patient is also feeling desperation.  The patient tells me that he has alcohol dependency drinks a lot of alcohol.

The patient MoCA examination score is 25/30.  He missed all five on delay recall.
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
