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Holter Report

The patient’s heart rate varied from 50 to 120 beats per minute. There were frequent single PVCs. There were frequent two PVCs in a row and one episode of four PVCs in a row was noted at 5.16 a.m. when patient was sleeping and not symptomatic. *__________* monomorphic episode and it was somewhat irregular with the rate of 125 bpm.

There were very frequent premature atrial contraction and premature supraventricular contraction with frequent two PACs in a row. At 7 a.m. while driving patient reported feeling skip beats. At that time, he had a one episode of two PVCs in a row and some premature supraventricular beats in bigeminy, rest of the time with multiple cardiac arrhythmias the patient remained asymptomatic.

Initial Impression:
1. Frequent single PVCs mostly from the same focus.
2. Frequent two PVCs in a row.
3. One episode of four PVCs in a row at 5.1 6 a.m. when the patient was asymptomatic. This episode showed monomorphic for three major beats in a row at a rate of about 125 bpm and somewhat irregular.
4. Very frequent premature supraventricular beats and premature atrial contractions.
5. Frequent two PACs in a row.
6. Symptom of skip beats not accompanied by any significant arrhythmias, other than few premature supraventricular beats in bigeminy and one episode of two PVCs in a row.
7. Rest of the time even with frequent and multiple cardiac arrhythmias the patient remained asymptomatic.
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
