Thank you for this referral.

Mr. Nawaz has been known to me for last three to four years, I have been seeing him for iron deficiency anemia. He comes here today with symptoms of weakness, fatigability, and continuing to not have enough energy.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of diabetes for last 16 to 17 years. He is on insulin, metformin, and other medications. The patient recently had blood work done, which showed hemoglobin around 9 and iron was significantly low that is the reason for the referral.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 48-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 184 pounds, and blood pressure 115/80.

Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: JVP flat. Carotid palpable. Lymph nodes negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Significant iron deficiency anemia.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. Obesity.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, and we will go ahead and give him 1 g of InFeD IV over hour or so upon completion we will set up a followup visit. Once the lab is available we could make further recommendations.
