1. AG, 12-year-old young lady with sore throat, headache, heart rate of 125, diagnosed with flu A, pleurisy, chest pain, negative chest x-ray, treated with Tamiflu and Motrin. Doing better today. Family very happy with Dr. Yee.

2. JM, 15-year-old young lady with headache, sore throat and also with flu A, treated with Tamiflu, the sister of the first patient. Again, mother happy with the physician.
3. AZ, 14-year-old young man with right arm pain. Elbow x-ray shows contusion, positive effusion. Treated with Naprosyn. Family has an appointment with the orthopedist later this week. They liked Dr. Yee. They thought he was very thorough.
4. DP, 56-year-old woman with back pain. CT of the thoracic spine was negative. UA showed UTI. Also, the patient had stye and degenerative disc disease per CT, treated with Macrodantin, tramadol and eye drops. The patient is doing better. She states Dr. Yee was very thorough and explained things to me very well.
5. DD, 39-year-old woman with puncture wound right foot, 2 days’ old. CBC was okay. There is an area of redness around the puncture wound. Treated with Rocephin 1 g and Keflex 500 mg. The patient states that the puncture wound is already doing better and Dr. Yee did a good job.

6. MM, 40-year-old woman with cellulitis left leg involving necrotic tissue. The patient had white count of 12,000. Chemistry was okay. No sign of diabetes. Swab tests were negative. The patient was agreeable to go to Deerbrook Facility for admission. Subsequently, the patient was transferred. When called, no one answered the phone.

7. CJ, 11-year-old young man with laceration to the lip because of a rock that was thrown at him. The laceration was caused because his lip got caught in his braces. Area was anesthetized and released. Area looks red and inflamed. Mother was upset with Dr. Yee because she suggested an antibiotic and he disagreed with her. They are having an appointment with the odontologist this week.
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8. CC, 46-year-old male status post abscess last week that was drained, placed on antibiotics, came back to see Dr. Yee for wound check. The drainage was partially removed. The wound is doing well. He is continuing with his antibiotics. The wound was re-dressed and he appreciated Dr. Yee a lot, he states.
9. MB, 30-year-old male seen with chest pain. Cardiac workup was negative. The patient was going to be admitted, but left AMA. He stated that he did not like Dr. Yee arguing with the nurse about his oxygen. I do not see anything in the chart regarding this argument. There is no explanation as why the patient left AMA. CONSIDER a quick write-up regarding why the patient left AMA and cases where patients leave against medical advice.
10. CC, 27-year-old male with diarrhea, low back pain, and vomiting. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. Treated with Tessalon, Flexeril, ProAir, guaifenesin and Zofran, doing much better today. Liked Dr. Yee very much.

11. CR, 31-year-old woman with chills and vomiting. COVID test was negative. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis. She was sent home with Zofran. CT was not done because the exam was reportedly totally negative with no abdominal pain. The patient did not answer the phone.
12. JA, 17-year-old male, slurred speech, walking slowly, bradycardic, junctional rhythm. UDS positive for THC, benzodiazepine, transferred to TEH for further care. CT of the head was negative. Rest of blood work was negative. Cardiac workup was negative. The patient did not answer the phone when called.

13. BR, 8-year-old young lady with a dog bite, 3 days’ old, appeared infected, required I&D, was treated with Augmentin and Bactroban. Mother was happy with the care and the hand is looking better.

14. SA, 36-year-old male with eye pain, diagnosed with corneal abrasion, treated and released, did not answer the phone.

15. AV, 31-year-old female complaining of back pain, diagnosed with kidney stone, white count 3000. CT scan showed a 2 mm kidney stone, was kept for observation. Did not answer the phone.

16. EO, 25-year-old male status post leg injury, diagnosed with fractured fibula, placed on walker and Naprosyn. Referred to orthopedist. The patient is doing well, waiting for his orthopedist’s appointment. Liked Dr. Yee very much.
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
