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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in the special forces as a medic between 2015 and 2022.  The patient was in Afghanistan in 2019 and 2020.  The patient was exposed to many RPG explosions.  He remembers there was one RPG explosion in 2019, the patient was in Southern Afghanistan.  The patient was in helicopter at that time.  There was RPG shooting at his helicopter.  The pilot was making evasive maneuvers.  He was swerving.  He was turning really quick.  The patient was inside of the helicopter.  The patient had hit the inside wall of the helicopter.  The patient tells me that he become immediately loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was amnesia for the rest of the trip.  The patient does not remember what happened afterwards.
He remembers that he was going on in another helicopter.  The patient has severe headaches at that day.  The second episode was in 2020, he was exposed to C-4 explosions.  There was a war explosion.  The patient tells me that the physical shockwave had knocked him down to the ground.  He would become unconsciousness for a few seconds.  When he woke up, the patient was seeing stars and dizzy and lightheadedness and loss of severe headaches.  The patient tells me that there was many other explosions that he was involved but he did not lose consciousness.  He was involved in quite many explosions.
The patient tells me since then, the patient has frequent headaches, difficulty concentrating, difficulty focus, and short-term memory loss.  His memory is very poor.  Irritability.  Difficulty sleeping.
The patient has currently separated from the military.  He is beginning school in the fall.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty with getting job interviews.  The patient tells me that there is difficulty communicating.  He tells me that he has difficulty focused and difficulty with memory is affecting him getting a job.
MoCA examination scores 25/30.  The patient missed all five on the delay recall.
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
