History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Anthony Berg is a 29-year-old male who was injured while working on 05/08/21. At that time, a dog bit the rear side of his right knee. He went to the emergency room the same day. His wound was cleansed and sutures were placed loosely. He did accept a series of rabies vaccinations. He had further evaluation, but did not undergo any surgery in this matter. He is no longer receiving any active treatment.

As per the medical records supplied, he was seen at Cooper University Emergency Room on 05/08/21. He was at work on scene today when a dog described as a pit bull bit him in the right lower extremity. He noted two bite wounds and experienced immediate pain at the site. He was ambulatory afterwards. The rabies status of the dog was unclear. Ultimately, they thought it was likely he was not up-to-date on his rabies vaccine. Mr. Berg underwent a laceration repair on the posterior right knee/calf. It measured 0.5 cm, 1 cm, and 3 cm. The skin was closed with simple interrupted sutures after copious irrigation. He also underwent x-rays of the knee and femur to be INSERTED here.
Mr. Berg returned to the emergency room on 05/11/21 for his rabies vaccine administration. The first such injection was administered on 05/08/21. He underwent the next injection on 05/11/21.

He was seen at WorkNet on 05/13/21. He was still taking the Augmentin that was prescribed to him. Sutures were still intact. He is due to go back to the emergency room the next day for his third rabies vaccine. Exam found three puncture wounds at the posterior aspect of the right knee/right lower leg. There were no signs of infection or tenderness to palpation. Decreased range of motion in the knee. The assessment given was open wound from a dog bite in the right lower leg that was healing. He followed up in this group on 05/21/21. There was discussion about removing the sutures that day and this was accomplished. Dr. Moore then referred him for a course of physical therapy.
On 05/22/21, Mr. Berg returned to the emergency room for his last dose of rabies vaccine. He last saw WorkNet on 06/07/21 when he felt like his range of motion was back to normal. He still had a little bit of discomfort, but was much better overall. He felt ready to go back to work having finished his course of physical therapy. Upon exam, there were no signs of infection although there was minimal tenderness in the area. Range of motion of the right knee was full. He ambulated with a non-antalgic gait. He was cleared to go back to full duty and discharged from treatment.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

LOWER EXTREMITIES: Inspection revealed four puncture wounds on the posterior aspect of the right knee and upper calf. Three of them were V-shaped and were a half inch in length. There was a more transverse scar on the more medial upper calf measuring 5/8th of an inch. One of the V shaped scars was thicker and firmer subcutaneously. There were no signs of infection such as swelling, erythema, fluctuance, or exudate. He had no tenderness to palpation in this region. Skin was otherwise normal in color, turgor, and temperature. Range of motion was accomplished fully in all planes at the hips, knees, and ankles without crepitus or tenderness. Deep tendon reflexes were 2+ at the patella and Achilles bilaterally. Peripheral pulses, pinprick, and soft touch sensations were intact bilaterally. Manual muscle testing was 5/5 at the extensor hallucis longus and throughout the lower extremities bilaterally. There was no significant tenderness with palpation of either lower extremity.

IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 05/08/21, Anthony Berg was bitten by a dog in the posterior aspect of his right knee and calf. He was seen at the emergency room where his wounds were copiously irrigated. He underwent x-rays that were negative. Some of the wounds were closed with sutures and he was begun on Augmentin. He then followed up at the hospital for a series of rabies vaccinations.
He also was seen by WorkNet concurrent with the emergency room follow-up. Physical therapy was rendered on the dates described. As of 06/07/21, he told WorkNet that he felt ready to return to work and he was authorized to do so.

The current exam found there to be healed puncture wound scars in the posterior aspect of the right lower extremity. There was no swelling, erythema, warmth, tenderness, or exudate. He had full range of motion of the right knee and foot where provocative maneuvers were negative. He ambulated with a physiologic gait.
There is 3.5% permanent partial disability referable to the statutory right foot. This is for the orthopedic and neurologic residuals of dog bite and puncture wounds treated with an excellent functional result.
