The patient with history of right back pain increasing past six days with history of laparoscopic cholecystectomy three days ago by Dr. Walker after being referred to Spring Imaging with positive CAT scan, with abnormal ultrasound, now with complaints of diffuse abdominal pain and right back pain as above. Not given any postop pain medications.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and type II diabetes mellitus.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient also complains of diarrhea intermittent for two weeks, two to three times a day and also vaginal itching for the past several days.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without guarding or rebound with laparoscopic incisions. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurological: Within normal limits.

For the back pain, the patient had chest x-ray which showed no abnormalities. There is no evidence of deep vein thrombophlebitis.
DIAGNOSES: Abdominal pain, post laparoscopic cholecystectomy, without evidence of intraabdominal pathology other than postsurgical events with probably musculoskeletal back pain without evidence of referred pain, and pruritic vaginitis.
PLAN: The patient was given a bunch of medications refill with history of diabetes and hypertension. She was also given a prescription for tramadol to take for the pain for the next several days and Bentyl 20 mg also to take as needed. To follow up in two to three days as needed and to follow up with Dr. Walker in four days.
