The patient is seen with history of diarrhea and vomiting for the past two days, getting better, taking Ometic over-the-counter.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Wife too with similar illness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: In no distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without abnormalities or CVA tenderness. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Vomiting and diarrhea, probable gastritis with history of hypertension.

PLAN: The patient advised to take fluids. Given prescription for Zofran to take as needed. Follow up if necessary.
