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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He was in Romania in 2016.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  The patient was in training exercise.  The patient was in a tank, trying to load the main gun on the tank.  It was stuck.  Then, suddenly the gun went off.  The gun fired and exploded.  The patient tells me that he was right next to the gun.  It was a very loud noise.  The firing of the gun caused him to have complete loss of consciousness.  He got hit against the metal parts inside the tank and he completely lost consciousness.  It was 120 mm gun.  The patient woke up in the hospital 8 to 9 hours later.  The patient has complete amnesia of the event.  He does not remember what happened, he woke up but with the confusion and disorientation.  He has had severe headaches.
Since the incident, the patient has severe headaches almost every day.  He has migraine headaches.  The headaches are frequent.  The patient has difficulty with remembering.  His memory becomes very poor.  The patient also has concentration difficulty.  The patient has difficulty to focus.

The patient is currently working for HVAC.  The patient tells me that he forgets these tools a lot.  Many times, he had to go up and down the roof, because he forgot to get the tools.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to concentrate on the job.  He has difficulty to focus.  His headaches also affecting him consistently.  He has a lot of headaches at the job.  He is not able to perform well on his job.
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
