SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for a wellness examination. The patient had a positive Cologuard and we had recommended him to have a colonoscopy, but he did not go. We advised him again today to go for colonoscopy. The patient says he does not have family history of colon cancer. We advised him that since stool test is positive for Cologuard test, he needs to have a colonoscopy to rule out colonic polyp for colon cancer. The patient’s LDL cholesterol was high and we are going to start him on rosuvastatin 10 mg daily. The patient has a family history of heart disease. Blood test done on November 10, 2021, had shown LDL cholesterol of 120 and total cholesterol 188.
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
