HPI: An 81-year-old with vascular dementia moderate, seen in room, he was sitting on the bed, his wife was being cleaned by the CMA after she had thrown up all over herself in bed. His comment to me was “imagine, I woke up next to all of that.” When it came to himself, he is able to give some information, but it is limited. He is pleasant, he is cooperative, he is able to assist in his own care to some extent, and he does require assist with dressing and bathing. He has a walking stick that he uses to get around and he has had no falls. He was quiet and just spoke when I spoke to him.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, HTN, Afib, history of CVA with TIAs, HLD, and GERD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Coreg 12.5 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Flonase h.s., Cozaar 100 mg q.d., Multaq 400 mg b.i.d., saline nasal spray q.d., and Flomax q.d.

DIET: Healthy heart.

CODE STATUS:  DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was well groomed and alert and seemed quite comfortable.
CARDIAC: An irregular rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2. His speech is clear. He speaks randomly when he wants to and not able to give information about his wife apart from that she threw up. When asked how he was, he said okay and could not elaborate.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He repositions without assist. He is ambulatory with the use of his walking stick. He has no lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Vascular dementia stable at this time with no progression. He remains ambulatory, is able to address and feed himself, can toilet, and can make his needs known for himself and as today for his wife. He has clear long and short-term memory deficits and continues to need a monitored environment.
